Risk: Explosion
If you hear the warning:
Provided by & telephone call or by Police loudspeaker broadcast,

1. Go immediately into a house or building.
2. Close external doors and tum off ventilation systems.
3. Open all windows and at the same time close curlains.
4. Close all internal doors and go 1o a room facing away from dsda Crombie.

5. Tune into Kingdom FM (95.2 Mhz) Forth AM (1548.4 KHz) or Forth FM
(97.3MHz) for broadeast information or instructions.
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6. Do ot collect your children from school — they will be cared for.
7. Remain indoors until you receive the all clear or receive instructions from
the police.
8. Do not use the telephone 1o contact the establishment (o ensure lines are
free for the emergency serviees.

9. Please co-operate fully with the instructions given by the emergency
services.
